Drop off is 7:45am - 9am. Pick up is from 4pm- 5pm. Programming will happen between 9am and 4 pm. Follow the
counter-clockwise traffic flow into the MOSS parking lot.

Student Field Groups
Students will be assigned to a field group with students of a similar age. Instructors will likely rotate among the age
groups. Group size will be 8-10 students.

Lunches

Families should send packed lunches and snacks for their students. Lunch will be eaten outdoors and refrigeration will
not be available. All students will “pack in and pack out” all garbage they bring or generate during the day. MOSS will not
provide lunch or snacks for campers.

If there is an allergy within a field group, families may be asked not to pack food containing that allergen. We will not
share private medical information, but we will convey general information as needed (such as the existence of an
allergy) in the interest of providing as safe an environment as reasonable.

What is the student to instructor ratio?
8-10 kiddos to 1 adult (6- 9 age group)

Where do they go during the day?
MOSS is located inside of Ponderosa State Park and we are fortunate to have the Park as our classroom. We will also
canoe into the Park and to Brown’s Park in downtown McCall.

Can | pick my child up early or drop off late?

The program runs from 9am- 4pm. Drop off is between 7:45am - 9am and pick up is between 4pm- 5pm. If you need to
drop off your child late or pick them up early, contact the on-call phone number (208-885-1085). Unfortunately, we can
not give any discounts for partial day attendance. One full day is billed regardless of how long your child attended.

What if | work until 5PM and then get off and drive right over to MOSS?
To avoid overtime, the instructors need to be off-duty right at 5p. Please consider car-pooling with another family if you
can’t get here by 5pm.

If I need to change my dates?

It may be possible to change dates BEFORE JUNE 1st. After June 1st, there is a $15 cancellation fee when changes are
made greater than 48 hours before. Change requests and cancellation within 48 hours of a registered date have no
refund — this includes no shows.

They have all passed a background
check, taken (4) protecting minors training courses, are First Aid and CPR certified, and gone through our week-long
intensive staff training.

Discipline & Restorative Practices

We expect that all students will respect themselves, each other,
and the place they are in during MOSS programming. If respect is
not upheld or program policies are violated we will 1) remind
students of the expectations; 2) instructors lead students through a
restorative process outlined below; 3) get mediation help from
Program Coordinators; and 4) call home to communicate with
families.

Much research has shown that punitive discipline that pulls students
out of class time is ineffective. Focusing on community and
relationships can guide students to learn about the impacts of their
actions (both positive and negative) and that some actions can
cause harm. We use restorative practices at MOSS to help students
understand the value of relationships and repair them when
harmed.

Restorative Justice Process at MOSS

When harm or non-adherence to the classroom and/or program expectations occurs:
1) Students use the How Big is My Problem chart to determine what type of solutions are available

a) If Small Problem: try 3 practices from the Peace Wheel before you get an adult to help
b) For Big or higher problems or after you try 3 Peace Wheel ideas:

2) Get an adult to help mediate a circle
a) Take 5 minutes by yourself to cool down.

b) Adults facilitate conversation with the following questions: What happened? Who was involved and/or
impacted? (All involved parties, those causing harm and impacted should be present for discussion.
Everyone gets to speak who wants to.) What was the impact to those involved? What was the impact to
the involved relationships and our community? What are the needs of those involved and impacted?
What needs were not being met? How can the harm and relationships be repaired?

i) Allinvolved parties, when stating their needs, should develop ideas for how they can feel better.
Sometimes it’s an apology. Sometimes it includes needs for the future. Sometimes there may be
consequences involved, but the consequences should be developed by the group and the
person who caused harm. If students repeatedly cause harm after iterations of this process and
need more support than we can provide, we may ask students to leave the program.

Program Policies

These rules and policies apply to all MOSS Program Participants (students, teachers and chaperones). Violation of these
policies, particularly those that relate to an individual's physical or mental health and well-being are the grounds for
immediate dismissal from our programs. In the event of a dismissal parents or guardians are responsible for making

transportation arrangements to pick up their child.
