Post Doc market salaries are set at 45% of the market rate for an associate professor in the
same CIP code.
The minimum rate (floor) for new hires is 90% of the market rate listed, or the current Ul salary
minimum for exempt status, (538,168 as of 10.31.18), whichever is higher.
The market salary data is for fiscal year appointments.
There is an acceptable range for Post Doc salaries:
e From 90% of the market rate to 110% of the market rate, giving room for
specific candidate qualifications.
For grant funded positions, there may be minimums and maximums specific to the grant:
To obtain current and accurate information on postdoc salaries, faculty are advised to
consult their Sponsored Project Administrator in the Office of Sponsored Programs, if
they are planning a submission to one of the following NIH programs:
